Using the Library 
 

Library cards are free to all residents and property 

owners in Forsyth County, and to employees of 

county government and the school system.  

 

You must show identification with a current      

Forsyth address to get a card.  A driver’s license, 

work or student ID, utility bill, printed check, or 

property tax receipt is acceptable. 

 

Cards are available to out-of-county residents for 

$30.00 per year. 

 

You are responsible for all items borrowed          

on your card.  Report a lost, missing, or stolen  

card immediately. 

 

All physical items check out for 14 days, and may 

be renewed twice if no one else is waiting.   

Bookdrops are open 24 hours for your               

convenience.  Downloadable audio books check 

out for 14 days and cannot be renewed. 

 

To encourage the prompt return of materials so 

that others may use them, the library charges 10 

cents per day per item for late returns.  Accounts in 

excess of $25 are automatically sent to Unique 

Management for collection, and a $10 processing 

fee is added to the account.  

 

The confidentiality of library records is stipulated 

in Georgia law (Official Code of Georgia Anno-

tated 24-9-46).  All records relating to your card 

and borrowing history are confidential.  If you 

wish others in your fa.m.ily to use your card or 

pick up your reserves, please have them listed as 

“authorized users” on your card record. 

Library Hours 

The Library can not assume responsibility for children under 
13 who are left alone at the library or after closing.  The  
library staff will contact the Forsyth County Sheriff’s office or 
the Cumming Police Department to take charge of any child 
left after closing. 
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Using the Library 
 

Library cards are free to all residents and 
property owners in Forsyth County, and to 
employees of county government and the 
school system.  

 

You must show identification with a current      
Forsyth address to get a card.

Cards are available to out-of-county residents 
for $60.00 per year. 

 

You are responsible for all items borrowed on 
your card.  Report a lost, missing, or stolen  
card immediately. 

 

All physical items check out for 14 days, and 
may be renewed twice if no one else is 
waiting.  Bookdrops are open 24 hours for 
your convenience.  Lending period for 
downloadable audiobooks can vary from title 
to title. 

 

To encourage the prompt return of materials 
so that others may use them, the library 
charges 20 cents per day per item for late 
returns.  Accounts with a balance of $10.00 or 
more are referred to a collection agency, and 
an additional collection fee is added to the 
account when it is submitted for collection. 

 

The confidentiality of library records is 
stipulated in Georgia law (Official Code of 
Georgia Annotated 24-9-46).  All records 
relating to your card and borrowing history are 
confidential.  If you wish others in your family 
to use your card or pick up your reserves, 
please have them listed as ñauthorized usersò 
on your card record.

Computer Resources and Online Catalog 
The library offers access to the Internet, a wide 
variety of resources via GALILEO (a state-funded 
network of  databases), and a number of Premium  
Databases to which the library subscribes.  Many 
full-text magazines and journals are available 
electronically.  Card holders may access our 
catalog, GALILEO, and many of the Premium  
Databases via the libraryôs website. 

 

Books and Periodicals 
Library cardholders may borrow or place holds on 
materials from any of our library locations.  Items 
may also be returned to any library. 
 

We have a growing collection of books and other 
materials covering a wide range of subjects, from 
travel, gardening and history, to health, crafts, 
computers and job hunting.  We provide the latest 
bestsellers.  Large print and Spanish language 
materials are part of our collection.  Current news- 
papers and magazines are available for browsing, 
and back issues of magazines may be checked 
out. 

Youth Services 
The library offers a large selection of juvenile 
books, DVDs, audiobooks, magazines, and 
music.  In addition, storytime programs and 
puppet shows are presented regularly for 
children.  Scheduled library tours are 
available.  Summer Reading Fun encourages 
reading through incentives and special 
programs.  Information staff members are 
available to help you find just the right 
materials for your familyôs needs. 

Audiobooks 
We have a popular audiobook collection which 
includes both fiction and nonfiction on CD and in 
downloadable format.    

Public Meeting Rooms 
We welcome use of our meeting room facilities by 
organizations for activities of a civic, cultural, or 
educational nature.  A variety of audio-visual and 
projection equipment may be used.  Ask at the 
Information Desk for details on our policy,  
registration, and scheduling, or check our website. 

Additional Services 
Other services include coin-operated copy 
machines, voter registration forms, and tax 
forms.  You may bring in your own disk, CD-R, or 
USB storage device to download information 
from our computers, or you may print for 15¢ per 
black and white page or 50¢ per color page.  If 
you need to hear Internet content, you can use 
your personal headphones or purchase them at 
the library. A fax machine is available for public 
use at all libraries. 

DVDs, Music and Multimedia 
DVDs and multimedia CD-ROMs are available in 
a variety of titles for children and adults.  
  
Classical, Inspirational, Country/Western, New 
Age, Jazz, World Music, and Pop/Rock are 
some of the styles that can be found in our 
music CD collection and in downloadable format. 

Reference Assistance 
Knowledgeable staff members at the Information 
Desk are here to help.  They can locate a title or 
author, suggest a variety of print and electronic 
sources for a subject need, suggest a new novel 
similar to one youôve liked, fax or email an article 
to your home or business, find information for a 
school project, borrow out-of-print or specialized 
books from libraries around the country, and 
more.  You can email your brief questions to our 
ñAsk a Librarianò service.  You can also make an 
appointment with a librarian by reserving a time 
for 20-30 minutes of individualized computer  
instruction.
